 There are a lot of  ramifications for shipping goods from the United States of America to Zambia, Africa.  There are currency issues, the risk of loosing the goods as well as getting the goods from a port to the landlocked country like Zambia. Description:

Shipping usually involves a container that a firm purchases and then puts in commercial goods  which are usually packaged in  boxes. These boxes have to be itemized for value, because the total container needs to be valued for insurance reasons. Example, if there are cars worth 5000 USD; then the container containing 5 cars will be valued at  25, 000 USD. This  will allow the firm to attach insurance to the container for 25, 000 USD. The container usually takes about 2-3 months at sea and arrives at one of the ports in Zambia (http://www.bestchoiceshipping.com/International-Shipping/?g=1&gclid=CIC5kPDerZkCFQEoGgodmwekKA).   The biggest problem is getting the goods from the port, either Durban in South Africa  or  Tanzania.  When the goods arrive, GMCH employees go to one of these ports to ensure the integrity of their arrival in Lusaka, Zambia.. Monetary Analysis:

Shipping costs money.  The stages of payments start with the purchase of the container, the shipment, transporting the container from a port to Lusaka and custom payments.  However, these costs are better mitigated by economies of scale  which means involving a tremendous amount of clients in a 40 ft container that is above 12, 000lbs.  Purchase of the 40 ft container would be at 1600 USD, and shipping will be at 3000 USD and taking the container to Zambia would cost about 1500. Risk Management:

Correspondents are called on behalf of the client to come and pick up the goods and for those clients who want further service the goods are delivered to the requested address.
